CONTENT: You will need to include the following information in your poster.

1. Location- provide a map showing the location of your disaster.

2. When, where, and time of your disaster.

3. Duration – time length of the actual event – seconds, minutes, days, months, years ?

4. Cause of the disaster- What initiated it? What conditions encouraged / led up to the event?

5. Any fore-warning signs?
6. Immediate effects or results? What happened? What was the destruction? What was the loss?
7. Survival Stories: How did people cope? How were people affected?
8. Impact? – After the event - consequences. Final costs? 
9. After the event- The clean up? Government Declaration? Government support? International aid?  
10. What has been put in place to reduce the incidence / destructiveness of future similar disasters?
Make sure that you refer to several sources and include a bibliography.

PRESENTATION:
· You are to present your information as a POSTER (at least A3 size)

· Include a MAP and at least two illustrations (drawings, pictures, diagrams, photographs) related to your disaster.
· Information (in your own words) organized logically under headings.

· Bibliography
